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An Autumn Adventure to Pittsburgh & the Laurel Highlands 
Day One: October 17, 2010  Travel Day.  We’ll arrive in Pittsburgh, our destination for the next 3 days! 

 
Day Two: October 18, 2010   Mill Towns and Mansions 

After breakfast at your host inn, hop aboard your coach for the lively and entertaining Babushkas and Hard 

Hats Tour.  The tour follows the Monongahela River into the heart of the Pittsburgh legendary Steel Valley 
to bring alive the stories of the immigrants and industrialists who made Pittsburgh the steel making capital of 
the world for more than 100 years.  Highlights include National Historic Landmarks, picture prefect views of 
the city, and samples of one of Pittsburgh’s sweetest traditions, the Cookie Table.   A warm welcome awaits 

you at the Bulgarian Macedonia National Educational and Cultural Center, the oldest Bulgarian Club in 
the country, where you’ll enjoy a delicious ethnic lunch and still have time to browse their museum shop.   
After lunch we’ll leave the mill towns behind and whisk you off  to visit one of the finest Victorian home   
museums in the country, Clayton, the family home of famed industrialist Henry Clay Frick.  Experience the 
culture and refinement of the Gilded Age amidst the beautifully landscaped gardens in the Point Breeze 
neighborhood of Pittsburgh .  Following a break at the hotel, we’ll depart for a very special very experience... 
dinner at the  Harvard/Yale/Princeton Club, located in the heart of Pittsburgh’s downtown.  Until women 

were admitted here in 1980 there were only two women officially entertained at the HYP.   
 
Day Three: October 19, 2010   Architecture, Appetites, and the Original American Idol 

After breakfast at your host inn, we’ll depart for a City Tour of the Pittsburgh’s famous downtown Golden  
Triangle that includes a stop at the former Stanley Theater, now known as the Benedum Center for the      

Performing Arts.  This fabulous movie palace was built in 1928 and has been faithfully restored to its      
original grandeur.  Then we’ll leave architecture behind to focus on appetites when we delve into another must 
see neighborhood, Pittsburgh’s beloved Strip District best known for its ethnic food shops and restaurants.  

The ‘Burgh’s Bits and Bites, a three-block walking tour, is a food tasting adventure that explores the Strip         
District’s past and present and includes stops at two of the city’s historic churches, St Patrick and St       
Stanislous Kostka.  Eating can really make you hungry!  So lunch will be on your own at one of the Strip’s 
most popular diner’s, Pamela’s.  But be certain to save room for dessert – ice cream at Klavon’s Ice Cream 

Parlor for a step back in time to an authentic 1920’s soda fountain and drugstore.   We’ll end the day in one 
of  Pittsburgh’s most majestic neighborhoods, Oakland to tour the Nationality Rooms, the only classrooms of 
their kind in the world.  We’ll also visit the Center for American Music housed in the Stephen Foster     

Memorial for an intimate look at this the first American music idol and an upbeat interactive program of   
lyrics and song.  You can’t come to Pittsburgh without taking a ride on their famous incline railway...we’ll 
enjoy the quintessential Pittsburgh experience, a ride on the Duquesne Incline to the top of Mount           
Washington, a 600’ bluff overlooking Pittsburgh, for stunning view of what has been declared by USA Today 
as the second best cityscape view in America.     
 
Day Four:  October 20, 2010   Railroads 

After breakfast at your host inn, depart for Amtrak station. Today we visit the beautiful Allegheny Mountains 

by rail. Experience the challenge the Pennsylvania Railroad workers overcame by completing rail tracks 
through this rough terrain in completing the famous “Horseshoe Curve”.  This curve is one of the World’s 
most incredible engineering feats.  After our train ride we will visit the “Visitors Center” of the Horseshoe 
Curve where we will view the descriptive displays that will help you better appreciate the work involved in 
building such a marvel.  Also we will ride the Funicular, an incline plane designed to take you from the     
visitors center at Horseshoe Curve Historic Landmark up to the train tracks of the Horseshoe to have a front 
seat view of a train man’s wonder.  After lunch on your own we will visit the “Railroaders Memorial          

Museum” which is dedicated to revealing, interpreting, commemorating and celebrating the significant      
contributions of Railroaders and their families to American life and industry.  Our last stop of the day is the 
family owned, Benzel's Bakery.  Benzel’s is one of the most modern pretzel bakeries in the world.  In 1911, a 
youthful Adolph Benzel stepped from a boxcar at the Altoona, Pennsylvania train station with his family and 
all his worldly belongings. After working for other bakers across the state, he decided to begin baking pretzels 
according to that special family recipe.  Check into Hampton Inn at Somerset.  Dinner will be on our own this 
evening at a local restaurant. 



Day Five: October 21, 2010   Memorials & Homes 

After breakfast we visit the Flight 93 crash site. On Sept. 11, 2001, the passengers & crew of Flight 93 gave 
their lives to thwart an attack on our Nation's Capital. Almost immediately after the crash of Flight 93, visitors 

began arriving in Somerset County to see the place where the path of the plane ended. Realizing the public's 
need to visit here, local officials and volunteers created a temporary memorial on a hilltop overlooking the crash 
site.  Today the site is a national memorial. 
Our next visit is the “Quecreek Mine Rescue Site”. In 2002 a little miracle occurred in this western             
Pennsylvania community. An ensuing five-day rescue effort and miraculous rescue of all nine miners is the stuff 
of dreams and legend. Few events since the safe landing of the Apollo 13 have caught the world's attention and 
emotion and ended with such a positive uplifting finale. Here we visit the rescue site where you can walk right 
up to the rescue shaft where the miners emerged from the dark, cold mine 240 feet below after 77 hours of frigid 

darkness. You will be greeted by the 7 foot tall bronze statue of a coal miner at the top of the walkway into the 
rescue site. Hear the story of the miracle from people personally involved in the rescue.  Our last attraction is 
“Falling Water”.  Falling Water is the name of a very special house that is built over a waterfall. It instantly    
became famous, and today it is a National Historic Landmark. This is the only major Frank Lloyd Wright      
designed house to open to the public with its furnishings, artwork, and setting intact. Lunch will be on own at 
the Falling Water Café.  For the last evening we will check into the “Summit Inn”. The Summit is a mountaintop 
landmark--a grand porch hotel renowned for its panoramic five-county views and its nostalgic fireplace         

atmosphere. Everyone who visits will find comfortable, thoughtful service and every opportunity to relax. The 
inn is listed on the National Register of Historic Places. Dinner and breakfast is provided at the Inn.  
 

Day Six: October 22, 2010   Great memories!  After breakfast enjoy a relaxing trip home.
