Travel to Blue Ash, Ohio where we will spend the next 3 nights at one of our favorite Embassy Suites.

Breakfastat the hotel to begin your day. First we will visit the Museum Center at Union Terminal. Built as Cincinnati’s
main train station in the early 1930’s, this giant half dome structure, which is the largest in the world, offers the largest tile
mosaics in the United States. It is now the home of the Museum of Natural History, the Historical Society, and Children’s
Museum, as well as having an Omnimax Theater and operating train station. We will tour i Ci nci nnat i Goe
Communi ty .HREBissghibin baufes on wartime experiences through three dimensional interactive exhibits.
Interestingly, the day-to-day vignettes are placed in the very spot where GI’s boarded the trains that would take them to war.
In this area you will also gain a good perspective of the art deco train station before its 1990 revival. After lunch on our own,
we will go to EnterTRAINment Junction. EnterTRAINment Junction features over 2 miles of G Gauge Track, and 90 trains,
from the earliest days of railroading up to today’s modern locomotives. You have to see this new concept of ‘Entertrainment’
to appreciate it! Our next stop will be a visit to Earth Orchestra Studios, for a fascinating tour of the private studio of
renowned sculptor Ed Casagrande. From behind the scenes guests will tour the “working” studio and watch the process of
metal sculpture creation. Then we will have time to enjoy the many pieces for sale in the showroom located on site. After a
break at our hotel, we will depart for Middletown, OH, arriving at the Manchester Inn Ballroom for an evening of music and
ballroom dancing with the Bob Gray Orchestra. The evening festivities begin with an open bar for an hour, and dance
lessonsfrom seasoned instructors. Then we’ll be treated to a buffet dinner of Chicken Almondine and Burgundy Beef Tips.
After dinner enjoy the music of the Bob Gray Orchestraa national touring show and dance orchestra, that features an exciting
and entertaining 'Las Vegas' show style. The group performs a wide variety of music - from the original 'Big Band'
arrangements of the Swing Era to Tommy Dorsey, Duke Ellington and Artie Shaw with Swing, Waltz, Rumba, Cha Cha and
Foxtrots.

Then we will depart for Franklin for a tour of the General Harding Home. the
boyhood home of WW II General Forest Harding and his brother Justin, who served on the Nuremberg trials. Forest Harding,
who inherited the home was a graduate of West Point and served with the military in Mexico, Europe, China and the Panama
Canal Zone. During World War II, he served under McArthur in New Guinea. Guests will receive a tour of the home, where
every room down stairs is paneled in a different wood. The library has an extensive collection of military history and a
wonderful collection of oriental swords. Next we travel to the Barn ‘N Bunk for a Cook Out with Banana Splitsgnd a Sock
Hop! While there we will enjoy On e Two, T h r eadiftieOaddcsiktiesankisicaRr@@e .k Remember those glory
days of rock and roll when you'd go out on a date with your car radio blasting the latest doo-wop sounds from New Jersey, surf
music from California, or the cool tunes from New York City's Brill Building? Remember when AM Top Forty was king?
Enjoy a live band hula hoops, and prizes for the best dressed, the best socks and the best jitter bug dancers!! We’ll be ready to
take a quick little break at our hotel before departing for the evening activities. First, we’ll stop at the World Peace Bell,
across the street from dinner, fora special Vet er an 6 s  Daat yh Nahtes,iFlanuef theés 66,000 pound bell is the largest
of its type in the world.

Join in for “Let There Be Peace on Earth” and a grand finale as we honor the many men and women who
have served our country with honor and pride and their lives. Next, we arrive at the Newport Syndicate for dinner and
entertainment Start with a three entrée buffet.
